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Novela Boom Latincamericana y la Postmodernidad

Hwang, Byong-Ha

El llamado postmodernismo ya lleg6 a ser un fenémeno global. No s6lo en
los paises europeos y los Estados Unidos sino en los pafses subdesarrollados
como Latinoamérica, algo que se pueda llamar ‘lo postmoderno’ empieza a
adquirir un tono sugestivo. Con relaci6n a la literatura latinoamericana
contemporénea, especialmente las novelas del Boom, este nuevo concepto
provocativo se ha prestado a menudo para revalorizar sus practicas literarias
tan polémicas. ¢(Es verdad que el Boom es una versién latinoamericana del
postmodernismo como “Camp” en los Estados Unidos?

Nadie puede negar que Borges es un verdadero precursor del
postmodernismo. Sin embargo, existen grupos heterogéneos: primero, unos
escritores que heredan el espiritu Brechtiano(modernismo politico), y segun-
do, otros que mezclan la modernidad poljtica con la postmodernidad. Al pri-
mer grupo pertenecen Mario Vargas Llosa, Carlos Fuentes, Augusto Roa
Bastos y José Donoso. Juan Rulfo y Gabriel Garcia Mérquez se identifican
con el segundo grupo. Tal vez sea este fen6meno un reflejo del desequilibrio
social donde el nivel cultural no corresponde con el politico ni con el econ6-
mico. El hecho de que en los afios 60 la literatura latinoamericana ya habia
logrado su gloriosa fase de desarrollo a pesar del subdesarrollo econ6mico y
politico, serfa una respuesta al modo modernista-politico y postmodernista del

boom.
