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The Cultural Origin of the Argentine Phenomenon
: Peronism and Its Cultural Legacy

Postwar Argentina has characteristically shown chronic political and
economic instability and the reversal of development. This path of
national development is extremely contrasting with that of prewar
Argentina when the country was one of the most promising ones in
the word. How and why has this dramatic reversal of development
occurred? There have been a number of attempts to explain this
phenomenon, mainly in terms of political and economic variables. This
paper tries to complement existing academic endeavours by adopting a
cultural perspective, that is, focusing on cultural variables on economic
performance. The main argument of this paper is that it is the cultural
legacy of Peronism which is accountable for the Argentine riddle. This
argument is composed of five interrelated propositions about the role
and consequences of Peronism. First, Peronism was a peculiar,
unprecedented combination of populism, nationalism, and corporatism in
the history of Argentina. It was through the Peronist era that the
prevailing ideology in Argentina was transformed from liberal
internationalism to national protectionism. Second, the mobilization and
organizations transformed Argentineans attitude towards the other
segments of the population and the state in such a way that the
division between "we” and "they” has become conspicuous and the
nation-state itself came to be perceived as the instrument of partisian
interests. Third, nationalism lost its persuasive power to call for
national common sense and purpose as it had become the ideological
tool of populism. Fourth, corporatism and populism turned out to be
incompatible with each other as the basic principles of social
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organization and management as corporatism could not effectively
work in a highly mobilized society under populism. Fifth, Peronism
could not survive Peron in that his charismatic leadership was
indispensable for the maintenance of minimum social and political
order in face of extremely particularistic individuals and corporates,
competing and struggling for their own self-interests.
